The Silver Beaver Award is a national award presented by councils for noteworthy service or service
of an exceptional character to youth by a registered adult Scouter within the territory under the
jurisdiction of East Carolina Council.

It is the highest award available for the recognition of adult Scouters at the council level.

Annually, the council president will appoint a Silver Beaver Award committee that will consider
qualified candidates and make recommendations to the National Court of Honor for recognition.

The number of awards available may not exceed one per 60 traditional scouting units in the council
territory.

The award consists of a miniature silver beaver suspended by a blue and white ribbon to be worn
around the neck. A square knot is available for field uniform wear.

The first Silver Beaver Award presented by East Carolina Council was awarded to Mr. Ben F. Eagles
in 1931. Since that time, over 500 dedicated Scouters have been recognized.
