Please complete the enclosed registration forms as soon as
possible. Arms bands will be issued at check-in and must be worn throughout the event. The acreage will
be a controlled access facility during this event. Anyone without an armband will be removed from the
event.

Invite families, friends, and the community to come out and see East Carolina
Council’s Scouting program in action. After signing in they will be issued a visitor’s armband. There will
be a $10.00 fee for all visiting youth on Saturday ages 6-17 years old. If you, one of your Scouts, or a
group would like to perform on the talent stage during the day, please complete the enclosed application
and become part of the greatest Scouting event ever held in the East Carolina Council.
