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I understand that I am a guest of Camp Needles in the Pines and that I am expected to follow the camp rules.

Further, I will respect the rights and comfort of other campers.

Since the staff of Camp Needles in the Pines acts for my welfare in place of my parent or guardian, I will respect them as I would my parents.

Older campers are expected to be role models for younger campers.

In particular, I understand that:

1) I will be sent home if I bring alcohol, drugs or any kind of tobacco products to camp. No alcohol, no drugs and no smoking allowed.

2) I will be sent home if I use profane language or demonstrate physical or verbal disrespect to staff or other campers. Appropriate social behavior is expected.

3) No unusual roughness will be allowed

4) Campers may not leave the camp without the direct permission of the Camp Director

5) Campers may not bring their own or use the telephone while at camp.  In the event of an emergency the parent will be notified by the camp director.
6) Camp is quiet between 10pm and 7am.
If there are problems with any of the above, I will first talk with my camp counselor and if unable to solve it with him/her, the problem will be brought directly to the Medical Director or Camp Director. The Medical Director and Camp Director have the right to call my parents and/or send me home if I disregard the above rules.

I have read and discussed this with my child. We both understand and are willing to abide by these rules.
